Pahaska Loop
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From Billings, take I-90 Westbound to Laurel. Exit at Laurel, (Exit 434), onto US 212 through Red Lodge,
over Beartooth Pass, and on into Yellowstone National Park. This will take you through Tower Junction,
Canyon, and Lake enroute to Pahaska. From Pahaska, continue Eastbound on US 20/ Highway 14/16 to
Cody. At Cody, get on Highway 120 back to Montana. At the State Line, the highway will change to
Highway 72. Continue on Highway 72 to Bridger and Highway 310 back to the junction with US 212.
Turn right onto US 212/310 back to Laurel and then I 90 back to Billings.

Approximate mileage: 380 miles. Approximate travel time: 6 hours, 20 minutes. (Note---this time
estimate does not allow for any construction and/or traffic congestion).

Food, fuel and refreshments are available at many locations along this route.
