The “Bosses” said that “I ‘Get’ to write another 
article for all of you”, so here goes. 
 
Here I sit while some of you are having a little 
get together for  breakfast at the Golden Corral 
and maybe going for a Sunday Ride.  Feeling 
guilty yet Russ and Tony?????   
 
Several of our members participated in the 
ERC course held on May 31, 2008.  We had 12 
riders present (7 Wings, 2 Harleys, a Classy 
Classic Kawasaki, a Suzuki and a “Cheater on 
a Scooter”.  Two Instructors (I mean “Bad Habit 
Breakers” and an “Observer/Helper” Instructor 
(Tony-‘Boss 2’, Bill and Terry) to chaperone.  
Those attending from MT-B were Russ (The 
Boss 1), Richard (I’m “Batchin” it), Glen “Pa”, 
“Harley Dale”, Bob (on Barb’s Bike), Harold 
(Crash), Gary (the new “Michelin Man” with 2 
brand new Michelin’s) and myself (Jay “the 
youngster”).  “Studduk” Jack even showed up 
on “4-wheels and with a camera (can you all 
say “BLACKMAIL”).   
 
We started with sign in and a briefing.  Next up 
was introductions and what we expected and 
hoped to get from the course.     
Then we went right into the riding and 
educating.   
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The riding consisted of several exercises 
designed to improve control and handling.  We 
practiced speed control by “feathering” the 
clutch and brake, stopping, cornering, weaving, 
short quick stops and handling obstacles and 
avoidance. 
We also worked on getting your head up and 
eye’s forward to “See the Big Picture”. 
  
The educating included but was not limited to; 
 T-Clocs- Pre Ride Check – Making sure the 
ride is ready for the ride. 
The four Preps – Make sure the Bike and Rider 
fit each other, T-Clocs, Protective Gear and 
Your Mind. 
Ladder of Risk – Risk Management, factors 
include the rider, motorcycle, road and traffic 
conditions. 
Total Stopping Distance – Perception 
time/distance, Reaction time/distance and 
Braking time/distance. 
SEE – Search, Evaluate and Execute  
Rider Radar – Identify factors ahead, 12-4-2 
second rules. 
Car/Motorcycle Crashes – Most car/motorcycle 
crashes are at intersections and come at you 
from the front. 
Motorcycle only Crashes – Most happen in a 
curve.  
Traction Patches – Manage the forces that 
affect both tires to maximize traction and 
provides a safety reserve. 
Alcohol/Drug Effects – Percentage of alcohol 
related fatalities w/cycles than cars.  Effects of 
medications.  
Safety Oval – Time and Space Margin 
Management. 
 
A good time was had by all, and all of us got 
“picked on”.  “Harley Dale” even found out that 
his Harley might even have a “Bank Angle 
Sensor” on it too.  
 
We couldn’t have had a better day for taking 
the course.  The temperature got to about 80 
with a slight breeze when it was needed the 
most, and no rain. 
  
Some of us decided to finish out the day with a 
little run to the Quick Stop at Rockvale.   
 

This was my 1st formal riding course even 
though I have been riding on motorized 2 
wheels for over 38 years.  The only time that I 
have had my skills evaluated in those years 
was when I tested for my endorsement when I 
was 15 and “bullet proof”.  Well, now I’m at an 
age when I’m not so “bullet proof”, and I need 
to be able to count on my riding skills instead 
of my ability to “heal up” after an incident.  I 
consider myself “pretty capable” with a 
motorcycle but I have maybe picked up some 
bad habits and forgotten a few things over the 
years. This was a good opportunity to make 
some corrections.  I would encourage 
everyone to take an ERC to help keep those 
riding skills up and maybe make some 
corrections in their habits that could help keep 
them from having the need to “heal up”.  
 
If you find yourself needing a “tune-up” please 
contact Tom, Tony or I and we will get you “set 
up”.
